According to their project advi-
sor Saffrin Mukhar Mohd Salleh,
what impressed the judges the
most about their project was the
use of plastic waste, particularly
plastic bottles, as building mate-
rials.

“This is particularly good for
the environment as a lot of people
throw plastic bottles away rather
than recycling them. This will also
lower the price of bricks as cement
and plaster will not be needed,”
